• The teacher/examiner will ask the questions exactly as they are printed on the cards and may ask

follow-up questions to develop the discussion of the sub-themes.
• You must ask the teacher/examiner one question arising from the material on each card.  You can

ask the question at any time during the discussion of the card.
• To develop the discussion of the sub-themes, you will be expected to respond to questions and

discuss in French broader issues within the sub-themes on the cards.
• You must not use a dictionary at any time during this test.  This includes the preparation time.
