You
must not write on the card.

You may refer to the card and any notes you have made at any time during this section of the test.
You should hand the stimulus card and the Additional Answer Sheet to the teacher/examiner before
the start of the independent research section.

Information

The test will last approximately 16-18 minutes and will consist of a stimulus card (5-6 minutes), a
presentation on your research project (2 minutes) and a discussion of your research project (9-10
minutes). The discussion should focus on the content of the research, not the process.

The teacher/examiner will ask the questions exactly as they are printed on the card and may ask
follow-up questions to develop the discussion of the sub-theme.

You must ask the teacher/examiner two questions arising from the material on the card. You can ask
these questions at any time during the discussion.

To develop the discussion of the sub-theme, you will be expected to respond to questions and discuss
in French broader issues within the sub-theme on the card.

You must not use a dictionary.
